A brief summary of the 2009 accomplishments was given.  They include (1) a significant increase of the Association membership; (2) a complete overhaul of the pool including bringing the pool back up to safety standards, refurbishing and refinishing the decks, fencing, a gazebo, and beautifying the pool areas with new umbrellas, planters and flowers; (3) improvements to the front entryways, including major repairs to the sprinkler system; (4) updating and bringing up to code the electrical systems in the clubhouse and pool area; (5) painting of the interior of the clubhouse and other minor repairs to the clubhouse; (6) reorganizing a champion 2009 Swim Team; and (7) considerable improvements to the Indian Woods park.

We also briefly discussed our goals for 2010.  Maintaining and increasing membership is critical to our success this year.
