· While the WOSCA has traditionally hosted a Labor Day celebration at the pool, we decided to change things up a bit this year.  With the excessive heat and many residents heading out of town for one last summer getaway, we decided to host an end of summer celebration on Saturday, September 26 from 6 p.m. – 10 p.m. instead of an event on Labor Day.  The pool is always so pleasant at this time after the heat of the day has diminished and the kids REALLY enjoy swimming with the new pool lights.  We will also have a silent auction at this event.  Please be sure to mark your calendars and join us for the final 2009 summer celebration at the pool.  Happy Bidding!
· The Board will now begin focusing specifically on non-pool improvements to the neighborhood.  While we’ve already accomplished many items such as repair of the sprinkler system at the entrances and park and improvements to the park and other community areas, we still have many things to do.
