Board Talk
The month of November is known to be a time of Thanksgiving.  During this time of year, we set aside time to reflect upon all of the things for which we have to be thankful.  Our individual list of thanksgivings may be very different, but nonetheless we each have things to be thankful for.  One thing that we do have in common for which to give thanks is that we are all blessed to have a home to live in.  We are all able to stay warm, safe and comfortable and enjoy the upcoming holidays with our friends and family.  The Woods of Shavano is a great community and a great place to live.
But, as with any blessing, you must nurture and sustain it, continue to develop it or it will surely wither.  For almost nine months now, the WOSCA Board of Directors has been nurturing our community and its assets.  We have revitalized the Association, the pool, clubhouse, park and community.  We have scrubbed, weeded, painted, hauled garbage, processed paperwork, counted monies, sponsored a swim team, organized community events, sold banners, conducted auctions, sold concessions and begged for members.  While many of you have stepped forward to help with our efforts, we consistently find that the same small group of people carries the burden.  We understand and appreciate that each one of you has substantial demands of your time and finances.  We’re not asking for a lot.  Just an hour or two a month of your time or a $10 or $20 donation would make a considerable difference.  With approximately 1,100 homes in the Woods of Shavano consider this:
· Assuming each household has two people, if each person donated two hours a month to help the Association maintain and improve the community, this would be the equivalent of 4,400 manpower hours.  A person working a full time job works 2,080 hours per year.  So, just volunteering two hours a month would be the equivalent of having two people working full time to improve our neighborhood.
· With 1,100 homes if each household donated $20, the Association would have $22,000.  Can you imagine what community improvements we could accomplish with the funding?  New playground equipment, jaw dropping entrances, increased security and code compliance – wouldn’t that be incredible?  And just think of what we could accomplish if everyone in the neighborhood joined the Association.
When you think about it, each of these scenarios could be easily accomplished.  Two hours a month could be garnered by merely skipping over the commercials of your favorite TV shows recorded on your DVR and $20 a year could easily be saved by ordering water instead of iced tea or soda one time a month while dining out.  And water is better for you anyway!  PLEASE HELP US CONTINUE TO MAKE THIS A GREAT COMMUNITY.
