However, the latest issue of Consumer Reports magazine warns readers that there are many “Work at Home” scams.  Before sending money to a company to “Address envelopes at home” or “Sell from your home computer for $1,000 a week”, be sure to check with the Better Business Bureau @ http://sanantonio.bbb.org  to make sure the company doesn’t have large numbers of complaints.  Also, never pay to work from home. Investigations revealed that many of these scams have been reported. After receiving the credit card information these companies will often charge monthly fees automatically.  Most of the information and/or products purchased are useless, and often the work would require so many hours to complete that it would not be worthwhile.
