In our Saturday, September 12th  COP training class at the Prue Road SAPD substation, we had thirteen WOS residences in attendance – more  than any other subdivision in San Antonio.  I’m glad to see this much interest in our safety by joining the COP program after the increase in break-ins.  However, we are still in need of more residents to join our COP program to assist us, the WOS COP members, in trying to make the WOS a safer place for all of us to live by being the eyes and ears for the SAPD.  We have a total of over 1,500 homes in WOS, so why do we have only  25 COP members?  The more members we have,  the safer we will be.  To be a member of the COP program, you don’t have to be a WOSCA Support Member or Full Member.  However, at some point we wish that you would at least become a Support Member.  During the course of the class, you are afforded the opportunity to ride with an SAPD officer for up to eight hours.  During this short period of time, you will get a good idea of what being a police officer is really like and what they can and cannot do.  After graduation, you patrol when you can, day or night.  You always set your own schedule.  You patrol at your own frequency.  You can patrol on foot, bicycle, or motor vehicle.  If we can get twenty or more WOS volunteers, Officer Ron Atkinson, the COP coordinator, will teach the class at the WOS clubhouse instead of the SAPD Prue Road substation.  These special COP training classes for our Community Association are held on Saturdays, and the date depends on the availability of Officer Ron Atkinson.  The regular COP training classes which are held at the Prue Road SAPD substation are usually posted in the Shavano News.
